Japanese Education System

Aged 6 children (as of 1st April) enter elementary school (SHO-GAKKO) in April.
School grade is determined by the age of the child. Aged 6 children will be in grade
1, and aged 7 will be in grade 2.

Students do not skip grade or repeat the same grade. All children in grade 1 will
move on to grade 2 after a year.

In Japan, school starts in April so there is a case that the grade in your home country
may not be the same one in Japanese school.

Children will enter junior-high school (CHU-GAKKO) after graduating from
elementary school. It is compulsory to go to elementary school for 6 years and
junior-high school for 3 years.

There are 20 elementary schools that are managed by Bunkyo-ku. The school for
your child will be specified depending on your home address.

A) Look after children's homework

+ Children do homework such as practicing kanji, math workbooks and “ONDOKU” .
- Parents of grade 1 and 2 students are often required to check their children's
homework.
Mark circle O (MARU) for correct and cross X (BATSU) for incorrect answers.
- “ONDOKU" is to read aloud what is written in textbooks. Parents need to mark the
rating on the “ONDOKU card” whether their child has read well.
Mark double circle © (NIJU-MARU) for “excellent” , O (MARU) for “good” , and
triangle /A (SANKAKU) for “you can do better” .

B) Prepare belongings
+ Help your children prepare textbooks and notebooks and put them in their school
bags until they learn how to do it by themselves. (p.7)

- Sometimes parents need to prepare some additional things their children use at
school (e.g. plastic bottle for home economics class). Communication notebook
(RENRAKU-CHO) or letters from school will let parents know what to prepare.

Payment for 1,2 and 3 should be made via automatic withdrawal from
“Japan Post Bank account (YUCHO GINKO)” .

Children need to bring cash to pay for @ at school.

Only “Japan Post Bank account” (YUCHO GINKO) is available as a withdrawal account
for school payment. Please open your bank account if you do not have one yet.

Health and Safety

HOKEN SHITSU School Nurse's Room

If a child is feeling ill or injured at school, school nurse will give first aid and contact the
parents if he/she should leave early. However, school nurse cannot provide medicines.

KENKO SHINDAN, HATSUIKU SOKUTEI  Regular Health Check

School offers health check regularly and children measure their height, weight, and test
eyesight, ears and teeth. If any issues are found, parents will receive the results. Take
children to hospitals with the results letter.

KANSEN-SHO Infectious Disease

If children have an infectious disease such as influenza, they cannot go to school
without your doctor's permission. This is to prevent other people from being affected.
When children go to school after getting recovered, they must submit a “TOKO
TODOKE” , school attendance permission (see p.15).

GAKKYU HEISA Classroom Closure

When many children are absent from school due to influenza etc., the classes may be
cancelled and all students in the class do not have any classes. In that case, let children
take a rest at home. Do not let them go out to play.

JIDO HOKEN CHOSA-HYO Child Health Check Form

This form includes parents'emergency contact, history of iliness, allergies, and previous
inoculations. Parents need to fill in and submit to school.

“Fair Cast” Emergency Contact Network

Parents can receive information from school through e-mails or LINE when natural
disasters or any accidents happen near the school area.

You need to register your contact address to “Fair Cast” to receive information by using
the registration code provided by the school when entering school.

8 School Goods

Our child does not understand Japanese.
Can he enroll in Japanese school?

A All classes are carried out in Japanese, and currently there is no Japanese language

class in elementary schools in Bunkyo-ku. However, a Japanese Assistant Teacher can

offer language help for 60 hours if your child does not understand Japanese nor
English. Consult with your school if you need help.

Our child has allergies.

Inform school about your child's allergies, and the school can offer lunch that the
allergic ingredients are removed (JOKYO-SYOKU, Elimination Diet) .You can also take
lunchbox from home. Ask your school if you need special assistance.

We are Muslim. Our daughter cannot eat pork and cannot change clothes
in the same room with boys.

A Consult with your school.

The name of our child is very long and hard to pronounce for Japanese.

School accepts using nicknames (TSUSHO MEI). Consult with your school when
entering the school.

Schooling option for children with special needs
(TOKUBETSU SHIEN GAKKYU and GAKKO)

Every child differs in the speed of their mental and physical development. These
are some options for children with special needs at school.

MANABI NO KYOSHITSU : once a week class for children with special needs.
TOKUBETSU SHIEN GAKKYU: regular class for children with special needs.
TOKUBETSU SHIEN GAKKO : school for children with special needs.

All children have the right to be accepted at school, regardless of disability. Various
types of specialists will support their development. Consult with your homeroom
teacher if you have any concerns.



We usually come home late from work. | am afraid that our child has to stay
alone at home.

A In case that parents work late or are in hospital, 1st - 3rd grade students can join an
afterschool daycare program “IKUSEI SHITSU” until 6:30pm. To join, you need to make
an application. The fee is about 10,000 yen per month (as of Feb. 2020).

We cannot read Japanese and are having difficulty understanding the letters
from school.

Try using some smartphone apps that will translate school letters by taking its pictures.

My son's teacher told us to use Japanese at home...

Japanese and your mother language are both very important for your son. If you use
only Japanese at home, he might forget his mother language. We believe it is very
important that you keep communicating with your son in your own language.

“Japanese for daily conversation” and
“Japanese for academic study”

Many people think children learn Japanese fast if they are put into Japanese
schools. But for those who were born and raised abroad, Japanese is only their
second language. Current research has shown that it takes only 1-2 years to
acquire basic Japanese conversation skills, however it can take 5-7 years before
they obtain Japanese proficiency to understand academic lessons. Those whose
first language is not Japanese need additional effort to develop their Japanese
proficiency. These are some Japanese learning materials for children, which
might also help parents to learn Japanese together.
